IMPORTANT
It is VERY important for you to test your sprayer, after attaching a hand sprayer, with plain water before actual spraying
is attempted. This will enable you to check the sprayer for leaks without possibility of losing any expensive chemicals.

WARNING
Read and Understand the Owner’s Manual completely before using. Assemble, test and use in accordance to manual
instructions.
Read and Follow chemical label instructions and wear protective gear when filling, using, cleaning and servicing the
sprayer.

Never Point Spray Gun at people or animals.

Relieve System Pressure before leaving sprayer unattended.

Exercise Caution in vehicle handling when towing/hauling a filled sprayer to avoid loss of control or overturning.

Keep Sprayer and Spray materials away from other people, children and pets.

Do Not Turn on Power to the sprayer, until ready to spray in order to avoid unintentional spray release.

Keep all parts in good condition and properly installed. Fix damaged or worn parts immediately.

Improper use of this sprayer or handling of chemicals could result in serious injury or illness, or could cause damage to the
environment.

Assembly Instructions
Make sure the hose to the handgun is unrestricted and is filtered.

Do not run through another pump or unnecessary fittings, other than your filtering system.

Most pump up style sprayers pressurize the tank in order to spray, you may have to loosen the lid occasionally to release the
vacuum created by removing water and not letting air in.
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Operation Instructions

IMPORTANT: Remove tank lid and be sure the tank is clean and free of any foreign material. Rinse tank out of any tank
residue before filling with water to test.

NOTE:
It is VERY important for you to test your sprayer with plain water before actual spraying is
attempted.

Fill the tank about 1/2 full with plain water.

Be sure gun is fully charged (see handgun charging) and the shutoff is open (Detail A).
Squeeze trigger and allow 20 seconds for the fluid to reach the handgun and begin

spraying.

If fluid doesn’t reach the handgun and drains out of the hose when trigger is
released, the hose is not connected to the handgun correctly. Disconnect and
reconnect the quick connect shut off and begin priming again. If it still doesn’t
pull liquid, it could be pulling in air (check all fittings) or the shutoff is bad and
needs to be replaced.

If the fluid does not reach the handgun and stays in the coiled hose, try priming the
gun, this can be done one of three ways:

1) Disconnect the hose and shutoff from the bottom of the gun (See Detail B)
and submerge the nub on the bottom of the gun into a bucket of water, pull
the trigger and let it spray for approx. 1-2 minutes. Reconnect hose and
shutoff to the gun.

2) Lower the handgun below water level, and pull the trigger this will allow the
pump to prime.

3) Disconnect the hose and shutoff from the bottom of the gun (See Detail B)
and put a garden hose up to the nub, basically feeding the gun, pull the trigger
and let it spray for approx. 1-2 minutes. Reconnect hose and shutoff to the
gun.

Operation
Fill the tank 1/2 full with water first and then add the chemical slowly, mixing as you pour the chemical into the tank and then fill
the rest of the way. Handgun may be used to spray into the solution in order to mix the chemical and water.

After spraying, rinse and clean the equipment both inside and out.
Follow after spraying instructions below.

Be sure to read the chemical label(s) before application!
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Maintenance & Winter Storage

Proper care and maintenance will prolong the life of your sprayer.
After use, drain the tank and store or dispose of chemical properly.

Fill the sprayer tank part way with clean water. Start the sprayer and allow the clear water to be pumped through the plumbing
system and out through the spray nozzle. Refill about half full with plain water and use FIMCO Tank Neutralizer and Cleaner and
repeat cleaning instructions above. Flush the entire sprayer with the neutralizing/cleaning agent (if no tank cleaner is available, you
may substitute dish soap for this step, about 1-2 oz. per gallon). Start the sprayer and spray through the system for approx. 15
minutes. Refill part way with clean water and flush out one more time. Remove handgun from hose, pull trigger for 20 seconds to
push remaining fluid out of handgun. Follow the chemical manufacturer’s disposal instructions of all wash or rinsing water.

If nozzle needs cleaning, remove from wand and soak in warm, soapy water. Clean with a soft bristled brush if necessary. Never use
a metal object. Water rinse and dry the tip before storing.

WARNING: Some chemicals will damage the plumbing components if allowed to soak untreated for a length of time! ALWAYS flush
the system as instructed after each use. DO NOT allow chemicals to sit in the pump for extended times of idleness. Follow the
chemical manufacturer’s instructions on disposal of all waste water from the sprayer.

Winter Storage
Before storing your sprayer for winter or long term storage, thoroughly clean and drain it as much as possible.
Store in a place where temperatures will not be in the freezing range.
Proper care and maintenance will prolong the life of your sprayer.

Handgun Charging

1. Follow the ‘After Spraying & Winter Storage’ instructions to
clean the tank and handgun plumbing.

2. Turn Shut Off Valve to the Off position.

3. Disconnect hose from handgun by pressing the release
button.

4.  Pump remaining clean water out of handgun.

5. Lightly pull and rotate the rubber cover, revealing the
charging jack and charging indicator light. This is located at
the base of the handgun.

6. Plug the chargerinto a 110 Volt AC electrical receptacle.

7. Insert the male charging plug into the female jack at the base of the spray wand. The light will turn solid red, indicating charg-
ing has begun. If the red light blinks, verify the output voltage of the charger is 4.8V @ 1.3A by reading the charger decal. If
the charger is the correct voltage, continue charging and it will become solid red within 10 minutes. If the light continuesto
blink, the charger is the incorrect voltage and should be disconnected.

8. The light will turn green when charging is complete. Then disconnect the plug from the handgun and the charger from the
electrical receptacle when the charging operation is complete.

9. Rotate and re-plug in the rubber cover over the charging jack. This will prevent dirt and dust from getting inside the receptacle.

Charging Receptacle

NOTE: Handgun will not run when still plugged in.
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Nozzle Options

The Removable Nozzle Assembly can be installed on
the Removable Wand to spray closer to the desired location.

The Removable Nozzle Assembly can be installed directly on
the handgun for more compact spraying (See Detail
NOZZLE).

Detail NOZZLE

Slide O-Ring on to the Check Valve.
Check valve can now be installed at
gun outlet or lance outlet - fits just
before the nozzle in either
configuration (with or without lance
installed).

Slide O-Ring on to the Check
Valve. Check valve can now
be installed.

LIMITED WARRANTY FOR NEW FIMCO, IND. EQUIPMENT

WHO MAY USE THIS LIMITED WARRANTY. This limited warranty (the “Limited Warranty”) is provided by Fimco, Ind. to the original purchaser
(“you”) of the Equipment (as defined below) from Fimco, Ind. or one of Fimco, Ind.’s authorized dealers. This Limited Warranty does not apply to
any subsequent owner or other transferee of the Equipment. THIS LIMITED WARRANTY GIVES YOU SPECIFIC LEGAL RIGHTS, AND YOU MAY ALSO
HAVE OTHER RIGHTS WHICH VARY FROM STATE TO STATE.

WHAT THIS LIMITED WARRANTY COVERS AND FOR HOW LONG. Fimco, Ind. warrants that any new Equipment will be free from defects in
material and workmanship for a period of one (1) year (homeowner), 90 days (commercial user), after delivery of the Equipment to you (the
“Warranty Period”). The Warranty Period is not extended if Fimco, Ind. repairs or replaces the Equipment.

WHAT IS NOT COVERED BY THIS LIMITED WARRANTY. This Limited Warranty does not apply to: (1) used Equipment; (2) any Equipment that has
been altered, changed, repaired or treated since its delivery to you, other than by Fimco, Ind. or its authorized dealers; (3) damage or deprecia-
tion due to normal wear and tear; (4) defects or damage due to failure to follow Fimco, Ind.’s operator’s manual, specifications or other written
instructions, or improper storage, operation, maintenance, application or installation of parts; (5) defects or damage due to misuse, accident or
neglect, “acts of God” or other events beyond Fimco, Ind.’s reasonable control; (6) accessories, attachments, tools or parts that were not manu-
factured by Fimco, Ind., whether or not sold or operated with the Equipment; or (7) rubber parts, such as tires, hoses and grommets.

HOW TO OBTAIN WARRANTY SERVICE. To obtain warranty service under this Limited Warranty, you must (1) provide written notice to Fimco,
Ind. of the defect during the Warranty Period and within thirty (30) days after the defect becomes apparent or the repair becomes necessary, at
the following address: Fimco, Ind., 1000 Fimco Lane, North Sioux City, SD 57049; and (2) make the Equipment available to Fimco, Ind. or an
authorized dealer within a reasonable period of time.
